The County 
is working on updating the Water Conservation Plan for the Eureka town, Devil’s Gate GID, and 
Crescent Valley water systems. Mr. Damele stated that the draft Water Conservation Plan should 
be completed within 45-60 days for the Devil’s Gate GID Board to review.   
 Right-of-Way for Connection Pipeline:  Mr. Damele reported that a route has been identified 
to connect Devil’s Gate GID Water Districts #1 and #2. Two landowners are involved and 
preliminary discussions with the landowners have taken place. The parties involved were receptive 
to permitting a right-of-way through their land. Discussions are continuing and more information will 
be brought to the Board as it becomes available.
